Don’t leave it unattended in public places, don’t leave it out in the open in your hotel room, use a cable lock if you have the notebook out on a table in a trade show or other busy location, etc.

To continue power to a computer when the electricity goes out. Sometimes a UPS also acts like a surge suppressor, but a surge suppressor does not power the computer, only protect it from power fluctuations.
